i OUR PRINCIPLES

The Banc dels Aliments de Barcelona (BdA) is a
food bank in Barcelona, managed by an independent
non-political, non-denominational, non-profit founda-
tion, whose main objective is to recover food surpluses
that can then be provided to people in a situation of
food insecurity in our environment.

The BdA does not distribute the food directly to the
beneficiaries, but through a network of entities, and in
collaboration with the various public and private social
assistance agents.

The work of the Banc dels Aliments is based on two core
values: sustainability, through reducing food waste;

and solidarity, through redistributing surplus food to
vulnerable people to help guarantee a fundamental
right such as the right to food and access to an ade-
quate, safe and healthy diet for all.

Other intrinsic values in the work of the Banc dels Ali-
ments are the principle of gratuity (the food is distri-
buted free of cost to the entities); distributive equity,
the food must reach every person who needs it, without
exclusions; rigour and efficiency in management to
optimise the scarce resources available to us; and the
creation of awareness and sensitivity to the situations
of injustice present in our society.



- PRESIDENT’S LETTER

In October 2017, our president,
Eduard Arruga, left his position after
10years, during which time he served
as secretary and, later, as president of
the Board of Trustees. | thank him for
his tireless and unconditional dedica-
tion, which I have been able to learn
from, as well as his high professional
and personal integrity.

I would also like to mention, on this
special occasion for me, my very first
mentors in our organisation and the
years | shared with Jordi Peix, vice
president and founder of the BdA,
and Antoni Sansalvadé, president,
who were the driving force for the ex-
ponential growth of our Foundation.

Now, the BdA’s Board of Trustees has
asked me to take over the presiden-
cy. Taking on this challenge, | have
the privilege of working with Ramon
Guardia i Massé, a trustee who has
accepted the role of vice-president,
and with Lluis Fatjo-Vilas Barbat, as
director of the BdA.

Duringthe course of this year, the BdA
has helped an average of 125,372 peo-
ple each month, distributing a total
of 17,343,000 kilos through 322 social
initiative entities located throughout
the province of Barcelona.

Although thisis a significant amount
offood, itis insufficient for a balanced
diet, since we provide 138 kilos per
person per year, which covers only
28.6% of their dietary needs.

2017 was a special year for all of us
at the BdA, as it marked 30 years of
collecting and distributing food, free
of charge, to people in need.

And we carried out our work with a
renewed objective: “to offer more

quality than quantity”, which may
seem paradoxical given the dietary
need that exists in our social envi-
ronment. Many of the social entities
that distribute food items simply
do not have the sufficient resources
to manage them, so the Banc dels
Aliments promotes the provision
of more nutritious food to ensure a
more balanced, adequate, safe and
healthy diet.

Similarly, the BdA supports and pro-
motes the “grouping of entities” with
the aim of sharing the resources avai-
lable, and to improve food storage
and distribution. In the same respect,
it promotes the creation of decentra-
lised redistribution warehouses. For
example, this year the warehouse in
Bages was opened, with the support
of entities and institutions in the terri-
tory. This initiative helps streamline
the delivery of food to the various
entities, thereby reducing transport,
which results in less cost and less
impact on the environment.

Other facts | would like to mention:

+ A record amount of food was co-
llected during the Gran Recapte:
3,398,000 kilos, equivalent to
8.81% more than last year. We
were able to achieve this thanks to
the public’s commitment, not only
through the food donated at the co-
llection points but also through the
collaboration of the huge number
of volunteers who participated in
the campaign.

» There was a fall in the number of
litres of juice distributed, which
affected the total volume of food
distributed. This fall in the distri-
bution of juices, processed and fi-

nished by the BdA, is due to market
and price problems.

« Despite this reduction, it is worth
mentioning a relevant fact: the 27%
increase in donations made by the
food industry of non-marketable
products, following 5 years of re-
cession.

+We would also like to highlight,
and to thank, the 29 people who,
as community service workers
(CSW), dedicated more than 3,537
hours of work over the course of
the year in the BdA’s warehouse,
following an agreement signed at
the time with the Department of
Justice of the Generalitat (Catalan
government).

Finally, I would like to thank all the
volunteers for this personal decision,
for the altruism and strong dedication
of the entire team. The Banc del Ali-
ments is all of us.

Together you make it possible for
millions of kilos to enter and leave
the BdA. This work is also reinforced
by stalwart professionals, who also
have our spirit of generosity, colla-
boration and friendship. Moments
shared with the new people who join
and those who have left us. And, in
this respect, | would like to remember
Isidoro Donate, “Isi”, a volunteer who
sadly passed away when working for
the BdA.

This is the magic formula that gives
the results reflected in this 2017 An-
nual Report.

- 30 YEARS OF THE BANC DELS ALIMENTS

To coincide with World Food Day, on 16 October 2017
the commemorative event for the 30th anniversary
of the Banc dels Aliments Foundation was held at
the CosmoCaixa Auditorium in Barcelona.

On 29 May 1987, a group of people committed to soli-
darity and to their social environment established our
foundation. It all began with the idea of Jordi Peix i
Massip, general director of Agriculture at the time,
who had travelled to a food fair in Paris.

Whilst there, a stand called “Banque Alimentaire”
caught his attention. He enquired about the concept
and discovered that the food bank trend started in
1967 in Arizona (USA).

The idea of creating a non-profit organisation, with
the aim of recovering surplus food and redistributing
it to the most vulnerable people in our environment,
materialised shortly afterwards.

EL GRAN RECAPTE 2017

1and 2 December marked the 9th edition of the Gran
Recapte d'Aliments (the ‘Big Food Collection' campaign)
promoted by the four food banks in Catalonia.

Once again, the solidarity of the public helped us reach
a record in the entire province of Barcelona in terms
of both kilos obtained, 3,398,000, and participation:
19,750 volunteers manned the 1,968 collection points
and 6,443 collaborators classified the foods in the
warehouse provided in ZAL.

The participation of thousands of volunteers during the
collection phase at markets and supermarkets was key
to initiating the campaign and to collecting a total of
4,886,000 kilos of basic food items in Catalonia.

In addition to the food items donated by the public, the
distribution chains also contributed during the Gran
Recapte. They donated additional products depending
on the quantity obtained in their establishments, and
they also handle the logistics for delivering materials
(boxes and box pallets) and the subsequent transfer of
food to the various locations of the food banks. This
is equivalent to the mobilisation of 250 large tonnage
trailers or 3,500 vans.

This is yet further proof of people’'s commitment to the
food banks and to those in a situation of vulnerability
in our environment.

RADIO TELE TAXI SOLIDARITY

FAIR AT ILLA FANTASIA

Radio Tele Taxi celebrated its 35th anniversary at llla
Fantasia waterpark in a solidarity manner, by orga-
nising a food collection for the Banc dels Aliments.

The four food banks in Catalonia simultaneously
held the 9th edition of the ‘Gran Recapte’ (Big Co-
llection) campaign on 1 and 2 December.

EL TIO SOLIDARI

The aim of this campaign (The Solidarity Christmas
Log, in English), organised by Catalunya Radio and
Bon Preu-Esclat, is to collect baby food.

“CAP NEN SENSE BIGOTI"

This campaign (No Child Without A Moustache, in Eng-
lish) is run by Obra Social “la Caixa” to collect milk for
the food banks in Catalonia. Donors could drop food
off at any of the 1,422 “la Caixa” bank branches or at
associated centres.

The summer collection campaign ‘La fam no fa vacan-
ces’ (Hunger Doesn’t Go On Holiday) was held for the
fifth consecutive year. The campaign consists of various
solidarity activities, with the Banc dels Aliments alloca-
ting the food collected to social initiative entities in the
territory in which the activities are held.

SCHOOLS

In 1995, the Banc dels Aliments established a pro-
gramme aimed at primary, secondary and high-school
students in the province of Barcelona, to explain the
work carried out by the Food Bank to combat hunger
and food waste.

In 2017, 139 talks were given, which were attended
by 6,588 students, and 58 visits were made to our
facilities by 1,424 students. A total of 183 schools

participated in the programme and helped to collect
86,000 kilos of food.

Our organisation helps schools internalise certain
values among young people with the aim of raising
awareness about the work we do and making stu-
dents, teachers and families more sensitive to social
inequalities in our environment and to food waste.

- FOOD SAFETY

The Banc dels Aliments’ Food Quality and Safety
Department ensures that the food entering our ware-
house is suitable for consumption. A strict register is
kept of the origin of the food, thus enabling traceabi-
lity, our storage conditions comply with current regu-
lations, and it is ensured that both the facilities and
the food entry and exit processes are adequate and
are properly controlled and reviewed. The Banc dels

Aliments is constantly working to improve or imple-
ment all the verification and supervision points of the
self-regulation system based on the Hazard Analysis
and Critical Control Points (HACCP) system required,
in accordance with current legislation, by the Health
Department of the Public Health Agency of Barcelona.

In more specific areas, we strive to increase the collec-
tion and distribution of food for infants and coeliacs.
